Higgins studied com-
puter science at what is 
now Tusculum Univer-
sity. He has since made 
his career in technology, 
ranging from low-level 
web developer to architec-

tural lead for large scale 
projects, managing teams 
of developers distributed 
across the country. Prior

The Greeneville Sun in his 
childhood to retail clerk to 
contractor labor.

This is the fi rst public

also a fi rst-time candidate

Though neither is candidate is contested in 
August’s state primaries, Greene County voters 
will choose between two familiar faces when they 
vote for state representative in November.

In the 5th District, current State Rep. David 
Hawk, a Republican, is being challenged by Dem-
ocrat Park Overall.

The Greene County native in recent years has 
been a vocal activist after an acting career in 
Hollywood. She mounted an unsuccessful run for 
U.S. Senate in 2012, coming in third in a fi eld of 
Democratic candidates in those primaries.

Hawk, meanwhile, has served the 5th District 
in the House since 2002.
